ENTRY CONDITIONS:  On the same day, no competitor may ride more than three tests on the same horse and no horse may compete in more than three tests.

Class 1:  Open to all horses/ponies and riders provided that the combination has no British Eventing points and no more than 37 British Dressage points and, on 15 April, has never been placed within first three in any of the points leagues at the GLENEAGLES Equestrian Centre.

Class 2:  Open to all horses/ponies and riders provided that the horse is not graded above Intermediate level in British Eventing Horse Trials.

Class 3:  Open to all horses and riders provided that the horse is not graded either above novice level in British Dressage or intermediate level in British Eventing Horse Trials.

Class 4:  Open to all horses and riders.

Entries, which may be limited will be taken on a first come, first served basis.

POINTS LEAGUE:  Points will be awarded on a scale of 10 down to 1 in all classes and a running total kept throughout the Summer League.  At the end of the last competition on Thursday 9 September 2010, perpetual challenge shields or trophies will be awarded to the winner in each class.  There will also be an award for the best junior (16 years and under at 15 April 2010) in Classes 1 and 2.
The Smiley's Rosettes Perpetual Trophy will be awarded to the leading rider/horse combination throughout the series.  

The Scottie Trophy will be awarded to a horse/pony born in 2005/2006 (4 or 5 yrs), gaining the highest points in the series.

The Clover Cup will be presented to the Junior gaining the most points throughout the series.  Please state eligibility on entry form.


Carstairs Veteran Rider Trophy will be awarded to the highest placed veteran (Over 45 years on 15 April 2010) in any of the Points Leagues.  Please state on entry form to be eligible.
